e Following the meeting, the alderman requested DPD to remove the item from the subsequent CDC to allow
for more community engagement.
e The 25th Ward Office is committed to clarifying misconceptions about the expansion and its impact, aiming for
a full understanding of how it would affect the community.
Purpose of Expansion:
e The expansion is not about promoting TIF districts but ensuring broader access to funds available until 2034.
e Regardless of the expansion, the Pilsen TIF will remain in place until 2034, and the alderman aims to maximize
access to these funds for more Pilsen residents.

In order to determine whether the expansion would benefit the area, there was an “Added Area Eligibility Study” that
was done independently by an outside consultant (Johnson Research Group). The study determined the following:

e Some commercial properties in the added areas are underutilized and obsolete along key corridors.

e Over 80% of the buildings in the added area are over 35 years old and require ongoing maintenance to keep up
with deterioration.

e Current water and sewer infrastructure serving the area is insufficient due to increased demand and aging utility
networks.

e /tis vital that these residential areas are included to address development needs and improved infrastructure to
best serve those who live there.

Proposed TIF Expansion Objectives®*:

e Industrial: Limited commercial development in select locations. New industrial development will be promoted on
vacant, severely deteriorated and underutilized properties.

e Commercial/Mixed Use: Along high traffic corridors (18th, Western, Cermak, Ashland, Halsted, Blue Island).
Promote residential units above ground floor.

e Residential: Emphasis on improving and maintaining existing housing quality, affordability for current residents,
diverse housing options for various income ranges, compatible with current neighborhood character and scale.

e Public/institutional: Maintenance and enhancements for schools, parks, and churches

HOUSING AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT BOND

The Mayor’s Housing and Economic Development Bond provides citywide funding , while the Pilsen TIF focuses on local needs. The Pilsen TIF
expansion addresses the Bond’s limitations and complements its broader scope.

Acquisition of Property
e The Mayor’s Housing and Economic Development Bond does not authorize property acquisitions.
e The Pilsen TIF enables the acquisition of properties to develop community assets such as affordable housing and community centers
before its expiration in 2034.

Property Tax Relief
e The Bond does not offer property tax relief, a major concern for Pilsen homeowners.
e The Cook County Assessor is committed to helping Pilsen residents advocate for legislative changes to use TIF funds for property tax relief.
e The Pilsen TIF Expansion could create a pilot program for implementing a circuit breaker mechanism to provide tax relief and promote
community stability.

Flexibility for Hyperlocal Projects
e City and Chicago Public Schools budgets have fixed allocations that may not address evolving community needs.
e The TIF expansion would allow the community to prioritize and fund local projects, such as repairs for small businesses, homes, and public
schools.

Support for Local Businesses
e The alderman is focused on supporting businesses owned by longtime residents and those with a history of serving the Pilsen community.
e |arge corporate entities will not be prioritized for TIF funding.
e Any entity seeking TIF funds will undergo a thorough community review process to ensure that funding decisions reflect community input.

Misconceptions

e The TIF Expansion will increase my property taxes
o Property owners pay the same amount of property taxes they would have paid had they been outside of the TIF

District. Property taxes increase as a result from an increased in the assessed property value or tax rate increases from

the various taxing districts.
o Theincrease in property taxes in Pilsen is a result from the increase in property values due to the gentrification of the

neighborhood and predatory developers.
o TIF funds will not be given to developers who seek to displace Pilsen residents. Instead, funds have been and will

continue to be used to create more affordable housing opportunities. Affordable housing tends to stabilize property
values rather than increase them, which is the goal.

e This TIF Expansion will deprive the school district and other public goods of tax revenues
o CPS, the county, the municipality, and other taxing bodies continue to receive their full share of tax revenue even

within a TIF district.
o Schools still get their regular CPS budget and any additional TIF funds, as the incremental property value growth in a

TIF district doesn't affect state aid calculations. This provides a unique opportunity to invest in schools, affordable
housing, infrastructure repairs, and more.

e There are hand picked organizations that will get all the TIF funds
o The alderman wants to ensure that this is community driven process, not one tailored to only benefit non profit

organizations
